HVAC

WHEN IS A PERMIT REQUIRED FOR HVAC & MECHANICAL INSTALLATIONS?

Permits are required for all new installations, replacement units, pre-fab fireplaces, wood
burning stoves, furnace add-on, commercial kitchen hoods, hood suppression systems,
metal chimney alterations, duct rework and any related mechanical devices.

All building permit applications for projects which involve HVAC work are required to be
accompanied with plans and applications for this work.

Note: Permits are not required for duct extensions in additions to one- or two-family
dwellings or window air conditioning units.

WHAT CODES/REGULATIONS ARE APPLICABLE?

All work performed must be in accordance with the Harrison Zoning Code, the CABQ
One- and Two-Family Dwelling Code, the Ohio Basic Mechanical Code and all other
applicable laws and ordinances.

HOW DO | OBTAIN A PERMIT?

Complete an HVAC application for a permit and submit four copies of plans for review,
to the Building Department, Community Center, 300 George Street, Harrison, OH 45030.
The plans shall include the following:

-- Equipment size and location;

— Vents, flues, outside combustion air;

~- Duct layouts - including the duct size and construction;
- Equipment "cut-sheets":

-- Ventilation air amounts, including outside air;

- Smoke detectors as required : and

-~ Penetrations of rated assemblies (fire dampers).

For one- or two-family dwellings, duct layouts and ventilation air amounts are not
required; however, the reverse side of the HVAC application must be completed.

WHAT HAPPENS AFTER | APPLY FOR MY PERMIT?

The aforementioned agencies will review the application. If any agency has questions
or comments, that agency will contact the person listed on the application. Upon
receipt of the necessary approvals, the customer service staff will notify the applicant



that the permit is ready, and the balance of the permit fee will be due.

V. WHAT IS REQUIRED AFTER THE PERMIT IS ISSUED?

All work must be performed in accordance with the Harrison Zoning Code, CABO One-
and Two-Family Dwelling Code, Ohio Basic Mechanical Code, National Electric Code
and other applicable ordinances. The permit will expire if work is not started, is post-
poned, abandoned, or an inspection is not requested within one year of the issue date.
